PIII CAM-FOLLOWERS 
The life of cam followers in the PIII engine follows the characteristics 

of Pn engines in being rather short lived and in the case of PIII engines 
the cost of a new set of cam-followers is about £100.   Attempts to build 
these worn surfaces have been unsuccessful in the past and in 1955 the 
company had special tips cast of Deloro Stellite which are silver- 
soldered through the pores of a gauze mat to the ground surface of the 
follower.   Chroming and stelliting in the past has tended to break up 
and come away, probably because the cam geometry was never right, 
and the object of the gauze mat is to reduce the impact shock which in 
the  past has broken off parts of the added metal.   It is thought that this 
method could be of application in the PII problem as well, as it is 
understood that PII followers are no longer available.

The electrical system of all pre-war chassis is wired negative earth, 

the battery negative terminal being connected to the chassis frame; 
this arrangement also refers to all Silver Cloud and Phantom V.   Silver 
Wraith and Silver Dawn, in common with nearly all post-war cars of 
other manufacture, employed the positive earth system in which the 
battery positive is connected to the frame.
