TYRE SITUATION

The Chairman has given repeated warnings through the Bulletin on
the very delicate tyre situation for pre-war Rolls-Royce cars, and in
July of thisyear an enquiry was made to the main Dunlop depot in Lon-
don and to Vintage and Veteran Tyres and all other known sources of
supply and not a single tyre for our cars was available. Thiswas at
the beginning of the summer holiday season at atime when | was re-
ceiving frequent requests for help in finding tyres for members whose
carswere immobilised. A letter was sent to Fort Dunlop, Birmingham,
asking if they could tell me anywhere in Great Britain where any of
their products suitable on pre-war cars were available and also re-
guesting an authoritative statement from them on the present tyre situ-
ation. Intheir reply they did not offer any information as to where any
of their products could be purchased at that time. Asaresult of this
letter it appears that a run of the sizesin which we are interested will
shortly begin and then there may not be another run for ayear or more.
In view of this delicate situation the committee decided to use club
funds to make a bulk purchase of these tyres when they become avail-
able to help members who are immobilised by tyre failure.

Remoulds - Dunlop Company are no longer remoulding any of the
sizesin which we are interested and the supply of remoulding casings
on which many of our members have depended in the past has virtually
dried up. Membersin possession of any sound, used casings are ad-
vised to send them for remoulding to the few firms who still tackle
these old sizes.

Tubes - The often proffered advice of ordering the reinforced base
inner tubes which are available for 600/19 and 700/18 covers, and are

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not shown on the Dunlop list, is an absolute essential, as the unreinforced
ones have avery short life in the higher speed range on the heavier cars.

Fort covers, in which the Rolls-Royce Enthusiasts Club are specially
Interested, are distributed on the company's behalf by Vintage Tyre
Supplies Limited,

Dunlop Fort covers and tubes - continues to be avail able through nor-
mal trade channels. Recently supplies of this size have been very
short but this position will shortly be rectified, as further production
Is about to commence,

R-R CHASSIS CORROS ON

From about 1929 onwards, the front and rear dumb irons of the
chassiswere fully enclosed. Thiswas done by fitting cover platesto
the inside edge of the main chassis members, the plates extending
from the shackle pins at the ends of the chassis to a distance of about
9" along the chassis.
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In the case of the rear dumb irons, the cover plates form a box with
an open end facing forward as a scoop, and little provision is made for
water to drain out of the closed and lower rear end. When the car is
driven in the wet, therefore, water collects in the box and corrosion
can take place. This can be particularly serious as within the box
there are two aluminium distance pieces supporting the cover and an
aluminium junction box at the rear end of the electric wiring conduit.
The electrolytic action set up between the steel of the chassis and the
aluminium causes the corrosion to be very severe. Having seen a
chassis seriously pitted and distance pieces corroded down to 1/4"
diameter from the original 5/8", to say nothing of the total disappear-
ance of a section or conduit, | have removed the remains of the covers
and | do not intend replacing them on any account. The discovery of
this level of corrosion on a chassis which is absolutely perfect else-
where really surprised me, and | would strongly recommend members
who have chassis of this type to remove the two screws (only two) re-
taining each cover plate to make sure that severe corrosion is not
taking place. Prior to this discovery, | really believed that the actual
R-R chassis would last forever, but | have to admit that my faith has
been shaken. | only hope that | have spotted the trouble beforeiit is
too late.
