INSURANCE 
The chairman has achieved somewhat of a breakthrough with the club 

insurance brokers Messrs Andrew Weir, in getting the usual HPower 
to premium link abolished in the show car policy, particulars of which 
are given in the following article.   Also a 15 per cent discount to all 
members and their RR cars plus cars of other makes they may own. 
Another particular feature is the ability to buy adequate insurance to 
cover expensive restoration that owners may have had done to their 
cars.   The total cover on the basic rate is £500.   Members wishing to 
avail themselves of these terms should write to Messrs Andrew Weir 
London Ltd, 17/18 Bury Street, London EC, who are the brokers for 
the Lloyds underwriters, for a proposal form. 

MOTOR INSURANCE FOR MEMBERS OF THE 
ROLLS-ROYCE ENTHUSIASTS CLUB 

For some considerable time, the club's insurance brokers have been 
negotiating with underwriters at Lloyd's regarding the issue of special 
policies at Lloyd's for members of the club. 

The problems facing the brokers were considerable, as it appeared 
that for the majority of members there was no simple solution, since 
many members by one means or another already obtained some con- 
cessions from their existing insurers.   It seemed therefore that whilst 
one policy was required for the member who owned one or more cars 
for show purposes only, another was required for the member who 
owned cars for everyday use. 



  



Accordingly, the brokers have devised two policies to meet both re- 
quirements, and whilst they are interrelated in so far as they are only 
available through the club to club members, they are entirely separate 
types of insurance, and some members may find that they will wish to 
have both policies. 

The first is a policy issued in the name of the club and such of its 
members whose proposals are acceptable to the underwriters.   It will 
be known as The Show Car Policy and it will cover all the private Rolls- 
Royce and Bentley cars owned and maintained by club members for 
show purposes only

 

against fire and theft risks throughout the year, 
with an extension to cover comprehensive risks, i.e. accidental damage 
and full third-party cover, whilst the cars are being used for show pur- 
poses.    'Being used' is interpreted as driving to and from organised 
show events, driving to and from a Ministry testing depot, or whilst 
undergoing repair trials or maintenance trials.   Based on the normal 
amount of such usage, it is a warranty of the policy that no insured car 
will be used on more than twelve such occasions during the year, and 
that during such use members shall be responsible for the first £10 of 
each and every claim for accidental damage to the insured car. 

Each car will be insured on an agreed value basis, which for some 
members has been a sore point for many years, and values may be sub- 
stantiated by production of written evidence in the form of receipts, or 
cars may be submitted to a subcommittee of the club appointed for the 
purpose, for valuation, such valuation up to £500 being sufficient evid- 
ence for the underwriters.   For cars in excess of a value of £500, 
underwriters are still prepared to give an agreed value, but in these 
instances the required value must be substantiated by written evidence. 

It will be appreciated that although this policy is in the name of the 
club and individual members, a proposal form must be completed by 
the individual member seeking insurance, and this must be accepted by 
the underwriters before any cover can be granted.   It is at the sole dis- 
cretion of the underwriters to accept or decline each proposal on the 
information divulged, and underwriters have the right, as in a normal 
motor policy, to give 30 days notice of cancellation of any individual 
certificate, or of the policy as a whole. 

The premium has been based on the types of car owned by club mem- 
bers, their location and their average value, and for the show car policy 
outlined above the nett basic premium will be 

£7.10 per car per annum. 
This will be a flat premium and no allowance will be made for members 
who wish to bear a higher excess, nor will any no claim bonus be al- 
lowed .

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This show car policy cannot be amended except in the following two 
cases. For the multi-owner who has, say, four cars, the premium 
may still be thought excessive when two of his cars may never be 
put on the road during the period of insurance.   To meet this 
problem the brokers have obtained a concession whereby such 
owners may insure basically those cars which it is intended to show 
during the season; insuring the remainder for fire and theft risks 
only up to a value of £500 each car for an annual premium of £3.17.

Thus, a multi-owner of four cars not exceeding £500 in value 
each, and showing only two of them, will pay an annual premium 
calculated as follows: 

2 basic at £7.10       £15.   0.   0 
plus 2 for fire and theft risks 

at £3.17.6      7.15.   0

 

Total annual premium (4 cars)     £22.15.   0

 

A further concession has been made for the member who wishes 
to use his car for an extra meeting.   Whilst this would normally 
automatically exclude him from obtaining cover under the show car 
policy, under writers have agreed, again at their sole discretion, to 
give additional comprehensive cover at a premium of 25/- per 
meeting per car limited to two extra meetings. 

For values in excess of £500, underwriters will require an 
additional premium of 15/6 for every £100 or part thereof insured in 
excess of the basic £500.   Thus a member with a car with an agreed 
value of £800 will be required to pay:

It is felt that most members will quickly realise the advantages of 
having a simple straightforward policy on such terms, but in order 
to appreciate exactly how much the monetary saving will be, it may 
be of interest to study underwriters' normal terms for 
comprehensive cover for twelve months for only a 20 hp car of a 
market value of £500 in each district, ranging from country areas to 
the Inner London postal area.
